Age: 8 years and above. Siblings who are 7 years old may be considered on a case by case basis.  

Accommodations: Campers from out of town will be hosted by local families, free of charge. Camp organizers will assist in assigning a host family if needed. Out of town campers can arrive Friday morning at the SVHCC&T. Camp organizers will transport them to host families. Visiting parents should make their own arrangements for stay.
